Top Tips


Things you could do at home with your child:


Reading regularly at home by sharing books, magazines, and newspapers with your child.


Practice practical life skills at home for example basic counting of items, using coins when going to the shops, reading signs when out in the community. Simple addition, subtraction, sharing and measuring with daily tasks e.g. hanging out washing or porting food and measuring liquids when baking, reading clocks in your home.





Reinforce the Thriftwood Code and identify feelings and emotions and link them to colours in the zones of regulation.





Discuss being healthy and personal hygiene – healthy food, a balanced diet and regular exercise and regular hand washing.





Help your child to make choices about the appropriate clothing needed at school to match the weather.
